SUMMER STORAGE GUIDE, 2011

Please read very carefully: 
Summer storage will be available in the College, but note  ANYTHING STORED IN HOPPER OVER THE SUMMER IS STORED AT YOUR OWN RISK. Neither Hopper nor Yale is liable for any damaged or lost property. In other words, if it’s valuable to you, take it with you. Ok, now on to the guide….

KEY ENVELOPES & SIGN-OUT SHEETS WILL BE AVAILABLE IN THE MASTER’S OFFICE BEGINNING ON Monday, May 2nd. 

ALL STUDENTS MUST RETURN COMPLETED SIGN-OUT SHEETS AND KEYS TO THE MASTER’S OFFICE BEFORE LEAVING FOR THE SUMMER.  

PLEASE READ SIGN-OUT SHEET CAREFULLY AND COMPLETE ALL INFORMATION. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN A FINE. 

Hopper, Old Campus, and Annex residents must remove personal belongings to designated storage spaces by NOON, MAY 11 (Seniors excepted). Old Campus residents may store furniture (according to guidelines below) in the Hopper rooms they will occupy next year.

FURNITURE

Students may leave one couch per suite, labeled with name and year. Each student may also leave one chair, one rug (cleaned and rolled up), one freestanding bookcase (no cinder-block or brick construction), two framed pictures, and one standing lamp.  Students who are unable to move into the space they will occupy should contact the Master’s office immediately to make special arrangements. Labeling tags will be available in the master’s office. 
REFRIGERATORS

No refrigerators may be stored in student rooms or college storage spaces. 
LAMPS

No lamps will be accepted in storage areas.

BOXES 

You must use Hopper-provided boxes for storage. (The boxes are 18x18x24—same ones that we used for the move last year.) Every student is allowed up to four boxes and each box costs $2. Boxes will be available at noon on  Monday, May 2nd in the Hopper Cabaret. ALL BOXES MUST BE LABELED WITH NAME, YEAR, ROOM #. You may NOT store any of the following items: anything containing explosives, flammable fluids, or gases; firearms or weapons of any sort.
STORAGE HOURS
 MONDAY, MAY 2 through May 10th, between noon and 4:00 p.m. you may purchase boxes and drop off boxes at the Hopper Cabaret.  
The hours posted above are the ONLY hours these areas will be open to store your belongings. ANY ITEMS LEFT IN THE BASEMENT HALLWAY WILL BE THROWN OUT.

KEYS   

YOU MUST RETURN ALL KEYS ISSUED TO YOU DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR in the envelope that will be provided to you. If keys are not returned, you will be bursar billed $25 per unreturned key.  If you are returning keys after normal business hours (8:30am-5:00pm) please put labeled key envelope and sign-out form inside of entryway G.

MOVING OUT 

Students who are NOT authorized to stay MUST vacate their term-time room, by NOON, Wednesday, MAY 11.
Students authorized for post-term housing on Old Campus must move into their assigned Old Campus post-term housing on Wednesday, May 11, after 2:00PM.  Students cannot occupy their term-time rooms on the night of Wednesday May 11…NO EXCEPTIONS.
Students who ARE authorized to stay in Hopper (Master’s Aides and Seniors) may remain in their term-time room until 12 noon, TUESDAY, MAY 24.

BIKES 

Except for those owned by seniors, all bikes must be removed from bike racks by noon on MAY 11. SENIORS, BE SURE TO REMOVE YOUR BIKES FROM OUTSIDE BIKE RACKS BY MAY 20. Bikes will then have to be taken to your room or another area before Commencement. Any bikes that are still on outdoor racks after May  20 will have their locks cut and will be donated to charity .
Finally, remember that anything you store in Hopper you store at your own risk.
